Weekly Bellwork Focus: Apostrophes: with contractions, possession, plural possession (scaffolded each day and Friday assessment.
Monday 
SKS Objective: Students will use comprehensive skills to analyze expository text and complete three components in the Reading Plus program. 

I Do: First week in lab.

We Do: See first and second weeks in lab.

You Do:  Students complete an IBalance, SeeReader, and ReadAround  in their independent reading level.
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Tuesday:

SKS Objective:  Students will write a literary response analyzing the author’s use of suspense by following a checklist/rubric.
Hook: Pass back the graded “Landlady” revised paragraph. Review the writing format and checklist.
I Do:  See last week Thursday.

We Do:  See last week Thursday.

You Do:  Read N Sketch while reading “The Lottery.” Identify textual evidence for the author’s use of suspense.

              Rough Draft of a literary response analyzing the author’s use of suspense, follow the checklist/rubric.

Wednesday:

SKS Objective: Students will analyze literature (“There Will Come Soft Rains”) by identifying chronological text structure; create background knowledge and connect with a story by journaling.



Hook: Introduce the new story. 
I Do: Model how to apply chronology for “Lost & Found” story.
We Do: Students collaboratively complete the chronological worksheet.
You Do: Journal to connect with text.
Assessment/or Closure: share with a shoulder partner and listen for chronological words. 
Thursday:
SKS Objective:  Students will analyze the chronological structure and theme, characters and mood of the short story, “There Will Come Soft Rains” by applying the use of context clues, multiple meanings, and affixes for the story’s vocabulary words; completing a worksheet, and journaling.
I Do: Model an example for the Vocabulary multiple meaning worksheet.



We Do:  Prompt the students to identify chronological time words and complete the worksheet.
You Do:  Journal answers.

Assessment/Closure: chronological summary of story.
Friday:
SKS Objective: Students will analyze the theme, characters and mood of “There Will Come Soft Rains” by comparing and contrasting it with “Experiment 023681” by using a double bubble map and answering questions, completing a tree map, and viewing art and making a commercial that represent products from the story.


Hook: Share their journal entries from yesterday about the theme, characters and mood of “There Will Come Soft Rains” and how it connects to the strange and mysterious.
I Do: reading and completing “Lost & Found” worksheet earlier in week; 
We Do:  Partner read and complete double bubble map and answer questions; make a commercial.
You Do:  complete a tree map.
Assessment/or Closure: completed double bubble map, tree map, and commercials. Write out the common theme of the two stories on the whiteboards (or index card).
